The R706 is closed to traffic. Motorists are advised to use an alternative gravel
road to Fauresmith to access Jagersfontein.

The Police and the Emergency Services are on the scene.

Premier Ntombela has called for the community not to panic as the provincial
disaster team has been activated to the affected area.
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
