Drive to Vaccinate Educators Gets the Green Light!

On Wednesday, 23 June
the programme to vacci-
nate Educators will official-
ly kick off.

The 10 day programme
will set out to vaccinate
16 800 officials of the
Department of Basic Ed-
ucation (DBE) in the Free
State.

Targeted audiences in-
clude: educators, admin-

istrative and support staff
at public schools and only
educators at Independent
schools.

Unlike with the previous
EVDS system, this tfime
DBE officials across the
Province will not be able
to  schedule individual
Covid-19! vaccination ap-
pointments.

Instead, officials working

in the Education sector will
be verified using lists or
lefters signed off by school
principals.

Those that are not bulk up-
loaded by the Department
of Education will hence
not be able to register or
receive vaccines on-site.
Before gefting vaccinated
DBE officials will be re-
quested to produce their

Cellphone numbers and
medical aid details, if ap-

plicable.
Education  stakeholders
are reminded that al-

though Covid-19 vaccines
are not compulsory, they
are highly recommended
to ensure the protection
not only the schooling sec-
tor but the community as
a whole.

Free State cele-
brates 100 000
Covid-19 vacci-
nations!

Since March the Free State De-
partment of Health has been
on an aggressive drive fo vacci-
nate healthcare workers as well
as people who are 60 years old
and above.

On 16 June the Provincial Cov-
id-19 vaccination drive finally
hit the 100 00 people mark.
So far Mangaung has vaccinat-
ed the most people followed
by Lejweleputswa, Thabo Mo-
futsanyana, Fezile Dabi and
lastly Xhariep.

The ultimate goal is to vacci-
nate the entire Provincial pop-
ulation and guarantee heard
immunity across the Province.

On 17 June, Villiers and Frank-
fort were targeted because of their
proximity to the N3 which facilitates
movement between people in Gaut-

eng, Free State, Mpumalanga, and
KwaZulu-Natal.

On 18 June the UNICEF truck made
a final stop in QwaQwa which has
been plagued by a high rate of Cov-
id-19 infections.

According to the Free State MEC for
Health, Montseng Tsiu the work of
the UNICEF truck is an important ele-
ment of our Risk Communication and
Community Engagement Strategy be-
cause it ensures that the communities
are aware of the work that govern-
ment is doing.

During his address, the Presi-
dent once again listed the Free
State amongst the Provinces
accounting for the bulk of na-
tional Covid-19 infections; other
Provinces include Gauteng, Lim-
popo, Western Cape and Kwa-
Zulu-Natal.

citizens to avoid letting their
guard down around familiar
people and loved ones.

“We must remember that many
people who are infected with
Covid-19 do not show any
symptoms.  The person who
may be sitting next to you in a
taxi, who may be a co-worker, or
a friend or even a family mem-
ber at a social gathering may be
infected,” warned the President.

Some of the regulations that will
implemented with the adjusted
alert level include the following:
* The hours of curfew will start
at 10pm and end at 4am.

* Non-essential establishments
like restaurants, bars and fit-
ness centres will need to close
by 9pm to allow their employees
and patrons to travel home be-
fore the start of the curfew.

* All gatherings will be limited
to a maximum of 50 people in-
doors and 100 people outdoors.

e Attendance at funerals and
cremations may not exceed 50
people and all social distancing
and health protocols must be
observed.

* Night vigils, after-funeral
gatherings and  ‘after-tears’
gatherings are not allowed.

* The sale of alcohol from retail
outlets for off-site consumption
will only be permitted between
10am and 6pm from Monday to
Thursday. This excludes public
holidays.
