The main challenge is access and availability nutritious food which is
increasingly impeded by multiple challenges including, rising food prices,

climate change and inequality amongst others.

Amongst the activities of the day, include a 3 kilometre Alliance Walk from

Makeneng Shopping Complex. The walk is to highlight the plight of the
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vulnerable groups. Various stakeholders and community members can take
part in the walk and pledge their support and what they can contribute towards
food security. Equipment and agricultural inputs will be handed over to
beneficiaries at the Kgora Namahadi Community Development Centre and the
Phutha Seatla Weso Primary Co-op.

More than 150 beneficiaries will be supported with food parcels from a food
mountain that will be established as part of marking World Food Day and the

plight of the poor.
